Vision
on the move VII invites young Europeans to co-create a peace and freedom camp – a living laboratory of democracy, creativity, and courage. It aims to demonstrate that art can overcome borders, heal wounds, and inspire action.
In a time marked by war, authoritarian pressure, displacement, and climate crisis, the project creates a space where art transcends boundaries, makes injuries visible, and explores new forms of solidarity and collective action.

European & Regional Context
Podlasie – a European hotspot region
The Podlasie region, located at the Polish-Belarusian external EU border, has for years been a politically and humanly sensitive area. Hybrid border conflicts, irregular crossings, pushbacks, and the tension between human rights (the right to asylum) and the protection of EU external borders shape everyday life.
The creative encounter understands Podlasie not only as a place of analysis, but as a European resonance space where young people respond artistically, critically, and in solidarity to these challenges.

Project Approach – Art as Encounter
At the core is collaborative artistic work as a form of dialogue, empowerment, and political education.
Participants from Belarus, Ukraine, Poland, Georgia, Germany, and other European countries will develop artistic formats together that connect personal experiences with societal questions – beyond national borders and political labels.

· Co-planning during preparation phase and shaping the programme 
· Self-organised group kitchen with rotating international teams

Supraska Academy, Supraśl
Accommodation in shared rooms, workshop spaces, and outdoor areas are provided at the Supraska Academy, part of the Orthodox Monastery in the tourist town of Supraśl near Białystok.
Additional workshop spaces along the Supraśl River.
